WhatΩs Up with the New Vending Requirements?
ThispastMay the KansasBoardof Educationadoptednew requirementsfor what canbe
vendedor soldat schools. While the statehashadguidelinesfor years,this particularpart
of the KansasSchoolWellnessGuidelinesis now mandated. What this meansis that each
schoolthis yearmust implementthe Advancedlevel for food andbeveragessoldat school
andnext year,schoolsmust implementthe Exemplaryguidelines. Thesenew rulesdo not
involveconcessionstandsat schools,what studentsbringfor lunch,or what ispackedfor a
ball game. Buildingrequirementsestablishedby the principal, however, may not allow
studentsto keepsnacksanddrinksin their locker.

What doesthis reallymean?BasicallyFoodsof Minimal Nutritional Value(FMNV)maynot
be sold or vended at school or during specific times of the day. Foodsor beverages
meetingthe criteria belowcanbe soldduringthe schoolday. Thechart belowoutlinesthe
requirementsfor the next two years.

HighSchoolstudents,for the first time in overa decade,arenot carryinganagenda. Wedecidedto
makecuts that ǿƻǳƭŘƴΩǘaffect the quality of instruction and knew that someof those cuts would
needanadditionaleffort to insurestudentcompliance.

Thereare actuallyvery few new regulationsfrom the last schoolyear,but the one that dealswith
absenteeismis critical. Excusedabsencesinclude: Personalillnessandmedicalappointments(note
from physician is requested), religious observance or activity, family emergency, court
appearances/legalappointments,In-School-Suspensionsand Out-of-SchoolSuspensions,death of a
family member,collegeor post-secondaryvisits (providedthey are approvedby Mrs. Schnelle)and
familyvacationsς5 daysper yearwithout boardof educationapproval.

Theun-excusedabsencesremain the same; all licenseapplicationsor renewals,hair cuts, hunting,
senior pictures, shopping,and violations of board policies. Included in this policy, the State of
Kansasrequiresnotification to the CountyAttorneyuponthe third consecutivedayor fifth dayin any
semesteror seventhdayin anyschoolyearof absence.

Weaskthat youcall the buildingif yourchild is ill or meetsanyof the excusedabsenceslistedabove.
If youhavenot called,we will makeaneffort to reachyou.

If you enter the building,for anyreason,we askthat you first checkin the office to let usknow. We
intendon keepingthis a safeenvironmentfor all children,andyourcompliancewill beappreciated.

Seniorsare the only studentsallowedOpenLunch. Pleasedo not call to takeyour childrento lunch.
We would alsoaskthat anybirthdaycelebrationsavoidthe lunchhours. Therearenew regulations
regardingthe typesof foodspermittedduringthat time.

Parentsare askedto help us in meeting appropriatedressfor the schoolbuilding. Neatnessand
decencyareemphasizedasguidelinesfor the dresscode. Therearedebatesregardingthe definition
of length, tightness,andwhat is disruptivein nature,but I think we all agreethat decencyshouldbe
emphasizedin schools.

Anotherpoint of emphasissurroundsthe useof electronicdevicesin school. Currentlystudentscan
usetheir electronicdevicesbeforeandafter schoolhours,duringthe morningbreakandat the lunch
period in the commonsareaonly. If a student violatesthe regulation,the following consequences
are put in place: 1st offenseΧ..deviceconfiscatedand returned to the parent, 2nd and all other
violationsΧ.a three dayIn-SchoolSuspensionand the discontinuationof the breakand lunchuseof
devices.

We hope to havea goodyearand regret havingto makepoliciesand proceduresfor violationsbut
that is the nature of the beast. Tenyearsagothere were 52 pagesof rules. Todaythere are only
eight,sowe havemadesomeprogress.

Red Lights & Stop Sign

Safety when children are being transported on buses is
alwaysa concernin schooldistricts. Acrossthe United States
the law for stoppingwhen seeinga bus with flashinglights
and an extended stop sign is very universal as indicated
belowin the KansasSchoolBusStopLaw.

Overtakinga SchoolBus

The driver of a vehicle approachinga SchoolBus from the
rear may not passthe SchoolBuswhen red signallights are
flashing and shall bring his vehicle to a complete stop
before reaching the School Bus when it is stopped. The
vehicleshall remain stoppeduntil the stop signis retracted,
the flashing red lights are discontinued and School Bus
resumesmotion, or until signaledby the driver to proceed.

It is important that all drivers pay close attention when
driving near schoolsor closeto schoolbuses. The safety of
our children is the reason for the precautions that every
drivermusttake.

When leaving school, students or parents should also not
walk behindor betweenbuses. Dartingacrossthe middle of
the street where buses are located and not using the
crosswalkscanbe very dangerous. Pleaseput safetyfirst and
usethe crosswalk!
