Thank you for serving our state and representing southwest Kansas. As the legislative session proceeds this year, there will be many difficult issues that legislative leaders face. I would appreciate you taking the time to read my concern regarding funding for education.

First of all, I believe that the education of our children in Kansas is one of the highest priorities of the legislature. Cuts to school budgets in Kansas have already had an enormous impact on school districts. Teaching positions along with many classified positions have been eliminated. Educational programs for students have been reduced or face elimination with further cuts.
